The exhibition is based on a trialogue between gazes that deals with the physical space,
textual space, sound space, or the space of the human body itself. The participating artists are from various places. They represent the horizon of a foreign
place destabilizing their sense of belonging. By so doing, they Stabilize a sense of their own place.
